Cryovolcanism — the eruption of water, ice, and dissolved
volatiles onto a body’s surface. Pluto’s moon Charon shows
evidence of cryovolcanic resurfacing, but the discrepancies
between the estimated surface age determined from crater
counts and the estimated time of cryovolcanism’s start raise
questions about Charon's history.
