
If you can observe only one celestial event 
this month, consider this one:

South  
90 minutes after sunset

Look high in the south 90 minutes after sunset in November. 

• Find the Great Square nearly at the zenith.
• Identify the line of four stars beginning at the northeast corner 
of the Great Square and extending northeast.
• Identify a second but dimmer line extending more northeasterly 
than the first line. These two lines represent Andromeda.
• Identify the third star on each line.
• A line passing through those two stars and extending northwest  
for the same length lands on M31.

• Draw an arrow pointing southward through the three westernmost 
stars of Cassiopeia's "W."
• Extend that line for the same length as Cassiopeia is wide.
• It ends on M31.
