
If you can see only one celestial event in the morning this September, 
see this one!
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On the morning of September 19, the crescent moon, full 
with earthshine, joins brilliant Venus and the brightest star in 
Leo, Regulus, for a dramatic sight. Look low in the east-
northeast 60 minutes before sunrise. 

Be sure to use binoculars to cleanly separate this celestial trio!

Above them all shines bright Jupiter, itself forming an 
attractive isosceles triangle with the twin 
stars of Gemini, Castor and Pollux. To 
their lower right shines the bright star 
Procyon.
