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The two western stars point 
south toward Fomalhaut

The Circlet in Pisces 
lies immediately 

below the Square's 
two southern stars.

The two eastern stars point 
south toward Deneb Kaitos, 

the brightest star in Cetus.

The two northern stars 
point east toward the 

Pleiades.

Beginning at the Square's 
northeastern star, the 

stars of Andromeda curve 
to the northeast, then the 

curve continues to 
Perseus.

Directly west of the two 
southern stars is Altair.

The southeastern and 
northwestern stars point 

towards Deneb.

The western stars 
point north to Polaris.

The Square's eastern 
stars point north first 

to western Cassiopeia, 
then onto Polaris.

Befriend these four stars, slightly dimmer than those of the more famous 
Big Dipper, and they'll guide you on a tour of the Autumn sky.
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The Great Square rises 
in the east appearing 
as a "Great Diamond" 
in the early evening 
hours of  mid August.

The Great Square sets in 
the west in the early 
evening hours in mid 
February.
